steadily on this parking project. 
     The adjacent parking lot is zoned 
residential.  We need to re-zone the 
parking lot as P1 – parking.   
     In addition to re-zoning, we need 
funds for substantial improvements to 
bring the parking lot up to city codes 
before any of us can park there.            
     Lambda is blessed to have the ser-
vices of a civil engineer and an       
architect from the GLBT community 
who have donated their services.  
Currently, after many meetings with 
the city of Phoenix, Lambda is about 
ready to submit the final zoning and
